This talented man of 28 has spent part of the year traveling around Norway, dancing halling and springar 
and playing torader with "Rikskonsertene". The trio, including Bård-Vegar Bjøhusdal, hardingfele, Numedal and Gunnlaug 
Lien Myhr, dancer, Ål,  performing music-theater about the famous tune and halling dancer "Rotneims-Knut". Ulf-Arne grew 
up playing and dancing and started to perform in his 20s. He has been inspired by the playing of his uncle, Oddemann 
Haugen. He has won two competitions at the Jørn Hilme-stemnet. Although he can give concerts he just likes to play for 
dancers. And, he is one of the four soloists on the CD "Brennheiten". 

Toby Weinberg is the leader of the hardingfelelag in the Boston area as well as a performer and teacher throughout the 
United States.  In 2001 he placed second at the Porsgrund Kappleik. Toby will offer hardingfele instruction. 

Mikkel Thompson and Zena Corcoran from Nordahl Grieg Leikarring will be teaching Hallingspringar, the traditional 
bygdedans of Hallingdal. Bill Likens will teach accordion and lead ensemble for evening dance parties. All levels of dance and 
music experience are welcome. We will be playing on G-C toraders. There will be dance parties both Friday and Saturday 
evenings. Musicians attending the weekend are invited to play together for these parties. 

Camp Norge is located near Alta, California. Alta is halfway between Auburn and Truckee on Interstate 80. The camp is 
approximately 1/4 mile from I-80.
