Twenty years ago, Camp Norge Folkedans Stevne was started to encourage people to learn the folk dances of Norway. 
Absolute beginner or experienced dancer—all were welcome. At the first weekend, local dance teachers Bob Hendrickson, 
Leif Syrstad and Mikkel Thompson taught turdans and gammeldans to a group mostly from the Traveling Dance Class and 
the Nordahl Grieg Leikarring. Doris Hendrickson, Gerd Syrstad, Florance Thompson, and other volunteers gave freely of 
their time, to help keep the cost at $30!  Over the years, we have broadened the repertoire with guest teachers from the USA 
and Norway, to include kontradans, songdans, bygdedans, and swing, from all areas of Norway and all periods of history. 
We have continued to have great volunteer cooks, organizers, and helpers for all the tasks of putting on the weekend. 

Zena Corcoran (Pacifica, CA) has been a member of Nordahl Grieg Leikarring for twenty years, as a performer, assistant 
teacher, and organizer. She has danced and performed Hallingspringar for as many years (almost). Zena has been in charge 
of registration and finance for the Stevne during most of its history.  

Ginny Lee (Syracuse, NY) has danced and taught folk dance for most of her adult life, in the USA and other countries, 
including China and Taiwan. She has taught several children's groups, including the Nordahl Grieg Barneleikarring, and 
currently works with Scandinavian folk dance groups in New York. A delightful musician, Ginny plays many instruments, 
including harpeliek, nyckelharpa, fele (fiddle), hardingfele, and seljefløyte.  

Mikkel Thompson (Stockholm, Sweden) has performed and taught dance and music in the USA, Canada, Norway, and 
Sweden. Mikkel was the artistic director of the Nordahl Grieg Leikarring for 17 years and currently performs with dance and 
music performance groups Wermdö Durspelare, Vestafor, and HjerteDans.  

Toby Weinberg (Syracuse, NY) is the founder and music director of the Boston Spelemannslag and the Finger Lakes 
Hardingfelelag in New York. He has competed on hardingfele (Hardanger fiddle) in Norway and has performed solo and with 
several Norwegian and American dance performance groups. Toby is an instructor in great demand throughout the USA.  

Nancy Thym, originally from Auburn, CA, currently lives in Germany. She has sung professionally for most of her adult life, 
has played harp for over 30 years, and has taught harp and singing for over 20 years. 

Dance music at the parties will be provided by musicians attending the workshop and by Vestafor, a dance and music trio 
specializing in Norwegian traditions. The excellent food will be organized and prepared by Ginny Lee and Toby Weinberg.  

Everyone is welcome to attend. There will be something for beginning dancers as well as experienced dancers. 

Camp Norge is located near Alta, California. Alta is halfway between Auburn and Truckee on Interstate 80. The camp is 
approximately 1/4 mile from I-80. From eastbound I-80, take the Alta exit, turn right at the stop sign, and follow the signs.
