Steinar has performed
and competed in Norway as a soloist and member of the group Dragsuget.

Bill (Sunnyvale, CA) is the music director of the Nordahl Grieg Spelemannslag. A long-time accordion player, Bill plays
Norwegian as well as International styles of folkdance music. Bill plays and teaches trekkspell (piano accordion) and torader
for performance groups and dance patrties.

Nancy, originally from Auburn, CA, currently lives in Germany. A professional singer and harpist, Nancy also has over twenty
years experience teaching harp and voice. She is one of the few people in the world specializing in a unique Norwegian harp.
Nancy is also an excellent storyteller.

Thilo (Germany) builds and plays early music instruments, including medieval organ, rebec, fiddle, and elder instruments.
Thilo and Nancy perform music and dance as a duo at many venues in Europe.

Toby (Syracuse, NY) is the founder and music director of the Boston Spelemannslag and the Finger Lakes Hardingfelelag in
New York. He has competed on hardingfele in Norway and has performed solo and with several Norwegian and American
dance performance groups in North America and Europe.
